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ADDENDUM AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, THE FLORIDA LEGISLATURE, IN ENACTING CHAPTER 98-397, LAWS OF
FLORIDA, DURING THE 1998 LEGISLATIVE SESSION, HAS DETERMINED THAT:

1) The clerks of court play a vital role, as essential participants in the
establishment, modification, collection, and enforcement of child support, in securing the
health, safety, and welfare of the children of this state. The Legislature further finds and
declares that:

2) It is in the state’s best interest to preserve the essential role of the clerks of
court in disbursing child support payments and maintaining official records of child support
orders entered by the courts of this state.

3) As official recordkeeper for matters relating to court-ordered child support,
the clerks of court are necessary parties to obtaining, safeguarding, and providing child
support payment and support order information.

4) As provided by the Federal Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity
Reconciliation Act of 1996, the state must establish and operate a State Case Registry in
full compliance with federal law by October 1, 1998, and a State Disbursement Unit by
October 1, 1999.

5) Noncompliance with federal law could result in a substantial loss of federal
funds for the state’s child support enforcement program and the temporary assistance for
needy families welfare block grant.

6) The potential loss of substantial federal funds poses a direct and immediate
threat to the health, safety, and welfare of the children and citizens of the state and
constitutes an emergency for purposes of s. 287.057(3)(a), Fla. Stat. (1997).

7) The clerks of court maintain the official payment record of the court for
amounts received, payments credited, arrearages owed, liens attached, and current
mailing addresses of all parties, payor, obligor, and payee.

8) The clerks of court have established a statewide Clerk of Court Child Support
Enforcement Collection System for the automation of all payment processing using state
and local government funds as provided as required by s. 61.181(2)(b)1, Fla. Stat. (1998).

9) The Legislature acknowledges the improvements made by and the crucial
role of the Clerk of the Court Child Support Enforcement Collection System in speeding
payments to the children of Florida. '

10)  There is no viable alternative to continuing the role of the clerks of court in
collecting, safeguarding, and providing essential child support payment information.

IN CONSIDERATION OF THE ABOVE,

1) The Depariment of Revenue agrees to contract with the Florida Association of Court
Clerks and each depository to operate and maintain a State Disbursement Unit and the
non-Title IV-D component of the State Case Registry.

2) The Depository and the Florida Association of Court Clerks, acknowledge and agree

that the law requires each depository to participate fully in the State Disbursement Unit and
Non-Title IV-D component of the State Case Registry.
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3) The Depository agrees to participate fully in the State Disbursement Unit and the State
Case Registry and to comply with all state and federal laws governing the State
Disbursement Unit and the State Case Registry.

4) The Florida Association of Court Clerks agrees to use its best efforts to promote,
secure, and maintain the full participation of each depository in the State Disbursement
Unit and the State Case Registry.

Introduction: This worksheet is designed to prowde a methodology for the estimation of
the amount of reimbursement available to your office through the Cooperative
Agreement Program with the Department of Revenue. Eligible costs are those costs
associated with IV-D cases. In accordance with the rules governing the Federal
Government’s Federal Financial Participation Program (FFP), your office is eligible for
reimbursement of up to 66% of the costs associated with providing services on IV-D
cases. The Florida Legislature, through the passage of House Bill 271, has also
specified that your offices are eligible to participate in the FFP Program “at the

maximum level permitted by federal law’.

Pursuant to law the Federal reimbursement is going to be based in part on costs. The

FACC is working with the Department to contract with a cost-consulting firm to establish
a cost plan for your office. Once the cost plan is established, your office’s monthly

reimbursement will be based on the cost plan. It is the FACC’s objective to have all cost
plans developed within the next seven months. Until such time as the cost plan for your
county is complete, however, it is necessary to estimate the reimbursable costs to allow
reimbursement prior to the completion of your cost plan. This worksheet is intended as

a short-term way for determining the estimated amount of relmbursement due your
office.

Note: The actual payment of your office’s monthly reimbursement amount is subject to
the completion, full execution and retum of a cooperative agreement between your
office and the Department, including all relevant addenda attached thereto. This
cooperative agreement is currently being negotiated with the Department. Providing
your office timely executes and retumns the cocperative agreement, reimbursement is
available for the period starting July 1, 1998. The reimbursements received by your
office prior to the completion of your county‘s cost plan will be retroactively adjusted so
that the reimbursement you receive will be the reimbursement to which you are entitled
pursuant to the cost plan. This will be done by additional disbursements to your office if
the cost estimate is less than the cost plan determination or by withholding from future
reimbursements if the cost estimate is more than the cost plan determination. Enclosed
with this worksheet is a definition page. The definitions page covers the terms and
assumptions used in the worksheet.

1. Child Support Depository Costs: Costs associated wrth the operation of a.
county depository for the receipt and handling of child support and alimony
payments. Additional duties include the establishment and maintenance of
child support case files, and the provision of child support services as
provided by Florida Statutes on behalf of custodial parents, non-custodial
parents and children. A listing of depository services is enclosed.

2. Program Expenditures: Personnel, contractual and operating costs
associated with the Clerk of Circuit Court child support deposrtory mcludmg :
case management and operations. '

3. Personal Services: Expense for salaries, wages, and related employee .
benefits provided for all persons employed by the Clerk of Circuit Court .- ;.
whether on a full time, part time, temporary, or seasonal basis. Employee -
benefits include employer contributions to a retirement system, social
security, insurance, sick leave, terminal pay, and similar direct benefits as -
well as other costs such as Worker's Compensation and Unemployment
Compensation Insurance.

4. Operating & Contractual Expenses: Includes expenditures for goods and
services, which primarily benefit the current period, and are not defined as
personal services or capital outlays.

5. Indirect Cost: This is an estimate to account for costs associated with the
operation of county depository that are not included in personal services and
operating expenses. Examples include general administration, accounting,
personnel administration, and facilities. One of the objectives of the cost plan
(see the Section titled Introduction) is the determination of actual indirect
costs.

6. Capital Outlay: Outlays not exceeding $5,000 per item for the acquisition of or

~ additions to fixed assets.

7. Active Cases: Child Support cases that have generated at least one payment
within the 12-month period from August 1, 1997 through July 31, 1998.

8. Program Income: Transaction fees imposed and collected by the Clerk of the
Circuit Court for receiving, recording, reporting, disbursing, monitoring or
handling IV-D case payments as required by Section 61.181 Florida Statutes.
Any other service charges that are collected pertaining to the provision of
child support services on IV-D cases as required by Florida Statutes

(examples include payoff statements, copy charges, and rexmbursement for
postage).
